OPEN PUBLIC MEETING ANNOUNCEMENT:
The meeting was being conducted in full compliance with the "Open Public Meeting Law," and that Notice was sent to the Courier-Post and Record Breeze.  In addition, due Notice was posted on the Official Bulletin Board of Winslow Township and no smoking was permitted in the room during the meeting.  Chairman Sirolli then announced where the emergency exits were.





       
INTRODUCTION AND APPROVAL OF 2010 BUDGET
Chairman Sirolli opened the meeting, addressing the 2010 budget and the advice of the auditor, Jarred Corn.  Discussions were held with regard to additional funding for the bond referendum that will be entertained for the public during the fire district election.  Detail provided on the 
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additions included contracted services, architect/engineer, and firefighters, bringing the total bond referendum question to $305,000.00.  Discussions then moved to a prospective firefighter presently undergoing a background investigation and physical.  The Board will entertain a motion during December’s meeting to hire the firefighter mentioned. 

Secretary Mammucari spoke on budget cuts that involve the executive branch officers.  During these talks, Director Osborne announced that Chief Haines will be requesting resignations of the line officers who are not exhibiting their duties.  Then mentioned were the rules and regulations related to the duties of executive officers.
Deputy Chief Scardino briefly spoke on the Department of Community Affairs and the concern of incorporating the school board election with the fire election.

Director Osborne referred to the consultant report prepared by ESCi, and his attendance of Long Range Planning Committee meetings where the number of fire stations were brought up; conveying that the board will need to consider consolidating fire stations. A small conversation was then held on consolidation of stations and use of existing fire stations versus new demographic positioning of stations.  Chairman Sirolli stated that these talks could impact 2011’s budget.  Director Osborne also felt that the Fire District was equipment heavy and that the Board would need to consider minimizing the fleet.
Areas of the budget were reviewed closely.  Chairman Sirolli asked that a budget presentation be initiated for Town Council and the public for January’s meeting and that same should be presented to the School Board, the Home and School Association (HSA), and Comcast commercial.  Director Osborne and Deputy Chief Scardino will work together on the budget presentation.

Secretary Mammucari announced his handling as clerk of the fire district election and asked if paper ballots should be used to cut costs. Voting machines pricing is being obtained from International Election Systems and will be forwarded to the Board for a determination of ballot use.
2010’s meetings were then mentioned to be reduced to one meeting per month, held the fourth Wednesday of each month at the Fire District office.  Additional meetings will be scheduled as needed.
RESOLUTION 09-78, INTRODUCTION AND APPROVAL OF 2010 BUDGET
Resolution 09-78, Introduction and Approval of 2010 Budget was read by title by the Chairman.  A motion was made by Treasurer Pantalone and seconded by Commissioner Passarella to approve Resolution 09-78.  The roll call vote was unanimous and in the affirmative.

Chairman Sirolli entertained a motion to adjourn the meeting at 6:40 p.m.  A motion was made by Secretary Mammucari and seconded by Treasurer Pantalone.  All were in favor.
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
