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meeting. Chairman Sirolli announced where the emergency exits were.
 

ARH PRESENTATION
 
John Helbig of Adams, Rehmann, and Heggan, provided the Board with a determination of the scope
 
of work. Detail was then given on locating an architect to perform the work related to Cedar Brook
 
Fire Station as well as the system as a whole. An explanation of the scope of services would then be
 
provided back to the Board for review and approval. ARH will then assist in an interview process of
 
architectural firms who are familiar with the particular type of work for the fire district and prepare a
 
summary report with recommendations for consideration. Mr. Helbig also mentioned that ARH will
 
work with the architect in providing them with pinelands and wet lands information to assist in
 
understanding the building construction laws in the area. Chairman Sirolli requested both Sicklerville
 
and Cedar Brook Fire Stations be included in the scope of work. A discussion was then held on an
 
architectural drawing for Station 3's building that was done in the past with Mr. Helbig indicating that
 
the existing drawings would be analyzed. Talks were then held on ARH preparing a Request for
 
Proposal (RFP) with a formal contract to be entered into. Chief Scardino will be the contact person
 
for this project. The Board will entertain approving the agreement during the Regular Monthly
 
Business Meeting.
 

FIRE POLICE APPEAL ON DIRECTIVE FROM CHIEF HAINES
 
Captain Tomasello of Fire Police, Station 2, submitted an appeal on the Directive from Chief Haines.
 
The Board will review the appeal with Chief Passarella and render a decision at the next meeting.
 

SOLICITOR PATTERSON
 
Mr. Patterson spoke on the information submitted by three companies for board up services. One
 
noted requirement for board up services was to be fully insured. Chief Scardino elaborated on the
 
present procedures of board up services. Solicitor Patterson advised that he could not recommend
 
one company and that a list could be made and utilized in the Chief Officer's vehicles. The list could
 
then be provided to the homeowner who can initiate contact to the board up companies. A waiver
 
will be prepared by Solicitor Patterson on~e the Board decides how this matter will be handled.

Chairman 
Sirolli indicated that President Mangaro has expressed that Station 6 did not wish to turn over the 
building at the present time. 

Station 4 Lease Payment- Chairman Sirolli announced that he and Commissioner Mammucari met 
with the members of Station 4 to review the station's financial difficulties concerning the lease 
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Relocate Workshop Meeting to District Office - The Board decided to hold the workshop meetings 
that are conducted the 2nd Wednesday of the month, to the Fire District Administrative Office. Notice 
will be sent to reflect the location change. 

Establish Policy for Years of Service Tracking Active/Status Change- Commissioner Passarella felt 
that a policy should be developed to track members when there is a change in their Fire Department 
membership status for years of service to be accurate. Chief Scardino spoke on the membership 
policy he developed but does involve members changing status. Chief Scardino and Commissioner
